Life after Death?

Life-and-death: a simple common understanding, whether a ‘being’ exists or is extinct.

 Life can be plainly expressed as the one time existence of an individual; or a change of existence preceding death. Death is the power that destroys life; permanent end of a person’s life; a state separated from existence of life [physical and or spiritual]. And the sting of death is sin! 
It is a fact that the belief in God of the Jews is different from that of the Muslims, which is different from Hindus, Buddhists, Jains, Sikhs, Atheists, Evolutionists, Humanists and other beliefs and religions. Many have several similarities, yet there is always only One Original – while others are termed as duplicators or fake - But God is ONE! In spite of 99% of similarities, 1%, or even a fraction of difference is still enough proof from being the Original One! For God is Perfect- 100%! So when there is only ONE GOD, why are there so many different beliefs?

Irrespective of beliefs, mankind secretly or openly yearns to live forever! Even though a person may choose to fool oneself against the realities of life and sin, yet cannot fool oneself against the reality of death, which is a naked fact. There is no man that hath power over the spirit to retain the spirit; neither hath he power in the day of death. No matter what and how people define or express their personal beliefs about life and death, it would be of worth to have a glimpse of understanding of these beliefs: Atheism/Evolution, Reincarnation and Resurrection.

Atheism/Evolution: 

Because sentence against an evil work is not executed speedily, therefore the heart of the sons of men is fully set in them to do evil. That is also why, some people live in such a manner as if the physical life, as long as it may exist, is all there is to and about life. Thenafter evolve, or pass into a state of being unaware or unconscious of what is happening; of being forgotten; of being extinct; or of being lost into the “unknown”? Atheists, evolutionists, and the like, are those who may be identified with having such a belief; having corrupted even the souls of this post-modern civilization with its deceptions. They have been constantly trying to succeed by having subtly sowed the seeds of falsehood in our societies, over the centuries.

The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it? The danger about the obsession of ‘this life only’ diverts their concerns to focus on self, pleasure, possession, position and power. They dream, desire and fantasize the wildest possible, even the unreachable to any extent, and labor to achieve it as much as possible in a short span of life. Discontent or dissatisfied, only to lose the flesh to decay and the soul and spirit to their “unknown destiny”. A destiny that is sure and certain, but not to them, for all they say or believe is: “I don’t believe in life after death!” But God says: “I the LORD search the heart, I try the reins, even to give every man according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his doings.”

There be many which may say about the soul and spirit: “There is no help for him in God; there is no God.” Such people are not only ignorantly short-sighted, but secretly carry along in life with feelings of hopelessness and purposelessness. Deep down unhappy, they try to fill the vanity through their belief in personal gratification that never satisfies. How fruitful life would seem only if everything and anything that a person believed actually turned out to be that way? There would then be no need of conscience, or any kind of accountability to any one at all. Why would then love be the ingredient of life? There would also not be the need of the golden-rule: All things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them. No need to love your neighbors as your own self, because that is what God commands, and such people say: there is no God.

Is it possible that the dinosaurs have become extinct because they have been evolved or reincarnated into human or any other form? Each kind produces after its own kind only - the law of Creator in creation is irrevocable! All flesh is not the same flesh: but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds. God giveth it a body as it hath pleased Him, and to every seed his own body. For God made the beast of the earth and multiplied after their kind; cattle after its kind; everything that creepeth upon the earth after its kind; every living creature in the waters after their kind; and every winged fowl of the air after their kind. And God said, let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so. Also, there is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for one star differeth from another star in glory.

The fool hath said in his heart, there is no God. Corrupt are they, and have done abominable iniquity: For some have not the knowledge of God - so fools die for want of wisdom. For there are also celestial bodies [heavenly], and bodies terrestrial [earthly]. Why then is mankind also known as an offspring of God? Because of God being a Spirit, so after His own kind, He produces the spirit in humans in His likeness and image. The Spirit of God gives birth to the spirit inside the body, which He also creates in another body. “Thou hast covered me in my mother's womb. I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvelous are Thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well. My substance was not hid from Thee, when I was made in secret, and curiously wrought in the lowest parts of the earth. Thine eyes did see my substance…and in Thy book all my members were written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them. How precious also are thy thoughts unto me, O God!” 

Can a world of disorder, a world of chaos, be even imagined? What if no such laws are there at all, as: thou shalt not steal…or kill…or covet? But it would just be absurd even to entertain such a thought, for in reality: facts, science and even history states and reveals otherwise. If humans could live the way they wanted to, and eventually end up to the “unknown”; or even end up with its Creator [perhaps believing in one], then why worry about morality at all?  Eat, drink and be merry, for as it is tomorrow we die! 

There is no peace…to the wicked, for he flattereth himself in his own eyes, until his iniquity be found to be hateful. When there is no fear of God before their eyes, there is no truth, nor mercy, nor knowledge of God; then there is no respect of persons with God. For there are also those who believe that a person [oneself] is ‘God’, and all is needed is a self-realization of this belief. And after having labored in doing good deeds to one’s best ability, on physical death, the spirit and soul returns to be re-united with the “Unknown”; or even as an independent spiritual being? The only consequence of sins committed in the body is the pain and suffering that the person had to undergo and had to endure: There is no spiritual or eternal consequence – A tempting deception to fall for! But we must all appear before the judgment seat of God; that everyone may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad. 

For a person is not like a drop of water that eventually gathers into the ocean someday – and so taking the liberty that one can live as it pleases to fulfill the lusts and sinful pleasures in life. Behold, this also is vanity! Nevertheless, to every thing there is a season, and a time to every purpose under the heaven: A time to be born, and a time to die. For there is not a just man upon earth, that doeth good, and sinneth not. Therefore, just as scientists have been able to discover that there are laws applicable to everything, so it is vital to glimpse into the belief of reincarnation and resurrection; which will help to discern the final destiny.

 

Reincarnation: Born-Again Physically.
At the physical death of a body, the departed spirit and soul is born-again in a new body.

So according to the belief of reincarnation, any person that has sinned [broken moral commandments or laws of God], and has not been purified from it in one life-time, would be lead to physical death. Then the soul and spirit would have to wait, or immediately be born-again from the old dead body into another new body. This cycle would continue [although not indefinitely] till the person is able to wash away all the sins, of past and present, either by the performance of good deeds; or by offering faithful devotion; or by attaining full knowledge of the Absolute One.

In short, eternal life becomes a reward only if and when a person with such a belief has worked to be transformed and confirmed to holiness and purity in all sense and area of the spirit, soul and body. Otherwise, the consequence of hell is certain!

As a person changes its dirtied clothes off the body, so does the sinful spirit and soul changes its dirty body with a new body. A very attractive belief for people who would like to enjoy to live in the dirt of sin, for such belief releases them from actual accountability with God, others and self. It becomes a deceiving and disillusioned path of escapism from truth and reality. Such people ignorantly also use ‘predestination’ in their defense, and put all blame on God for the outcome or course of events in their life; which they believe as unchangeable, and made firm beforehand in advance by God’s divine will or fate.

Even logically, no matter how many times the spirit and soul incarnates into a "new-body", it would still be the same old sinful spirit and soul! It is written: “Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.” Hence, a person would still be sinful from birth in spite of being born-again in new bodies! That is why, no matter how many good deeds are laboriously manifested, in parallel, the bad deeds outnumber and weigh more to haunt the soul with uncertainty, fear, doubt and insecurity pertaining to life after death. For if the balance of good deeds exceeded the bad and leaves a credit balance, then there is no need for a person to be born-again? Failure to acknowledge this would be the result of fear and ignorance of looking into the mirror of one’s own heart, and the reality it reflects. But nothing is hidden or secretive before God, who sees and knows everything. 

Who would ever want or even desire for their children or loved ones [as sinful as they may be] to reincarnate in the form of a snake or any other kind or creature? Would an ailing or deceased person want its sickness to be reincarnated into a new body? Then what would God desire for a sinful soul and spirit? If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? Or if he asks a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent? Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a scorpion? If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give good things to them that ask Him? And even, give the Holy Spirit to them that ask Him? 

Each kind produces after its own kind only - the law of Creator in creation is irrevocable! For God had said: Let us make man in Our image, after Our likeness: be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it. And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. And the LORD God said, it is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him an help meet for him. And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and He took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made He a woman, and brought her unto the man. And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. For as the woman is of the man, even so is the man also by the woman; but all things of God.  

No matter what person is born, it is naturally logic to say, it is because human kind has given birth to another of its kind, and God the Spirit has given birth to a spirit after His kind, in that man-kind. And having God’s characteristic nature of a free-will to make choices, both: first man and woman sinned; since then, all of their kind of offspring is also born as sinners like them - “Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me.” 

Therefore, what or how would it benefit God or the sinner in being born again in a different kind? Especially for the sinner, who does not have any understanding of the past sins, even if born again in its own kind? In a way, does it not say to God, that even a life-time is not enough? That He is unable, insufficient, and not almighty to solve all problems of a life; so along with humans, He too needs to reincarnate Himself again and again [As one of the deities has said: Whenever sin multiplies on earth, He incarnates himself, to destroy the sinners!]? It is easy to stand with the crowd than to stand against it. What is the purpose of reincarnation if eventually it cannot transform or save with assurance? Is then such hope of worth? Does it encourage for a divided or compromising morals and conscience? Does it also encourage unaccountability in values with a promotion of false grace? Apart from a strong hypothetical hope, faith, and belief, does it offer true solutions? Does it truly solve the solution of deeds [Karma]? Can reincarnation be an illusive diversion, offering a false hope?

A vital philosophical shoot that sprouts from the root of reincarnation is “illusion” [Maya]! If life and death, pain and sufferings are just epics of joy, tragedy and comic in the theatre of illusion, then “in reality”, why worry about it at all? If emotions, feelings, relationships and material things just have a role of its own to play, then why in reality do people prioritize or run after it or even toil for it? In reality, if this is all a part of illusion, then in the climax, God must be the greatest of all illusions? Isn’t sin, the very core cause of reincarnation, also then an illusion? Then reincarnation too, is just a Big-Illusion in itself!

Is there any one who knows the count of rebirths? What if the present body is the only and last hope left, of being born-again, to attain everlasting life?

 

Born-Again Spiritually.

Without the physical death of a body, the spirit and soul is born-again by the Spirit of God.

Many disregard to what has been revealed in the Scriptures that has the infallible word of God: There was a man…named Nicodemus. The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto Him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him. Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

Nicodemus saith unto him, how can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter the second time [reincarnate] into his mother's womb, and be born?  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, except a man be born of water [repentance and word of God] and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again [in Spirit]. The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born of the Spirit.

Nicodemus answered and said unto Him, How can these things be? Jesus answered and said unto him…Verily, verily, I say unto thee…if I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things? And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but He that came down from heaven, even the Son of man [Jesus] which is in heaven. For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not His Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through Him might be saved. He that believeth on Him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God [Jesus]. 
And this is the condemnation, that Light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than Light, because their deeds were evil. For every one that doeth evil hateth the Light, neither cometh to the Light, lest his deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth truth cometh to the Light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God. 

It is surprising, even rationally, how can anyone see any hope of deliverance through re-incarnation? Such belief gives the understanding that the very existence in this world is the evidence of the past birth's sins: while not even knowing the balance of debt of the innumerable uncleansed sins? And even if a person puts aside the thoughts of not having cleansed all the past unknown sins in the present birth, STILL, one will always find the self in struggle to cleanse even a fraction or a portion of the end-less sins of this present-birth: exasperating in defeat every day, week, month and even years, in blind hope!
Therefore, as flesh gives birth to flesh, similarly, the spirit that has borne the disease of sin can be cleansed and renewed only by God's Holy Spirit! So God does not demand re-incarnation, but rather commands to be born-again-in-Spirit. For as many as received Jesus, to them gave God power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on Jesus name: which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God - For God is Spirit!

So, now once in the end of the world hath Jesus appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself. AND IT IS APPOINTED UNTO MEN ONCE TO DIE, BUT AFTER THIS JUDGEMENT: So Christ was offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for Him shall He appear the second time without sin unto salvation. For God, in Christ, reconciling the world unto Himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; He hath made Jesus to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him. So Jesus died for all, that they which live should not henceforth live unto themselves, but unto Him which died for them, and rose again. For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God and the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. For by grace [unmerited gift] are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works [reward], lest any man should boast. 
So…what does one find? There is only one physical life, and after death judgment! Therefore, the imprisonment of the blind-folding deception in the belief of Reincarnation can be unfolded by redemption that comes through the Truth of Resurrection!  

Resurrection: restore to life; the rising of the dead at the judgment.  

If eventually you have to pay for your deeds, would you prefer the correction of it now? Or pay for it in this and the next life too? What is preferable: to be born-again in spirit and soul, or in a new body with the old sinful spirit and soul? When there is a sickness that can lead to death, but medication or power is also available to prohibit that, what is the choice that would be made? Would you prefer for a broken or unsuccessful relation to be resurrected [restored], or to reincarnate into another relationship, which never offers a guarantee of success? If man had power, would he choose to resurrect the dead, or choose the process of reincarnation? 

There may be certain people who may encounter this truth and say, what is this babbler saying? He seems to be setting forth a strange god: because he speaks about Jesus, and the resurrection. What is this new doctrine? For it brings strange understanding!  

God’s scripture says: I perceive that in all things ye are too superstitious. For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions…to the UNKNOWN GOD, whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, Him declare I unto you. God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that He is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though He needed any thing, seeing He giveth to all life, and breath, and all things. And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and hath determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation. That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after Him, and find Him, though He be not far from every one of us. For in Him we live, and move, and have our being…for we are also His offspring. Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Godhead is like unto gold, or silver, or stone, graven by art and man's device. And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all men every where to repent: because God hath appointed a day, in the which He will judge the world in righteousness by that Man [Jesus] whom He hath ordained; whereof He hath given assurance unto all men, in that God hath raised Him from the dead - And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the Spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead. 

Restore to life: Resurrection and life is like hand in glove!
For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord, who said: “I lay down My life, that I might take it again. No man taketh it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. I and My Father are One. For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them [gives back life]; even so the Son quickeneth whom He will. ” Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with Him: knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over Him. For in that He died, He died unto sin once: but in that He liveth, He liveth unto God. Therefore, he that hath Jesus hath life; and he that hath not Jesus hath not life. 

Jesus found that Lazarus had lain in the grave four days already. Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died. But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will give it Thee. Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again. Martha saith unto Him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day. 

Jesus said unto her, I am the Resurrection, and the Life: he that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in Me shall never die. Believest thou this? She saith unto Him, Yea, Lord: I believe that Thou art the Christ, the Son of God, which should come into the world. And some of them said, could not this Man, which opened the eyes of the blind, have caused that even this man should not have died? 

Jesus said, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister of him that was dead, saith unto Him, Lord, by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead four days. Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God? Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead was laid.

And Jesus lifted up His eyes, and said, Father, I thank Thee that Thou hast heard Me. And I knew that Thou hearest Me always: but because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that Thou hast sent Me. And when He thus had spoken, He cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go. Then many…which came to Mary, and had seen the things which Jesus did, believed on Him. 

 

What offers hope with assurance: reincarnation or resurrection?

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which according to his abundant mercy hath begotten us again unto a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, to an inheritance incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you, who are kept by the power of God through faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time.

 

The rising of the dead at the judgment: 

There shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the just and unjust. Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear His voice, and shall come forth; they that have done good [believing Jesus], unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil [rejecting Jesus], unto the resurrection of damnation.

There was a certain rich man, which was clothed in purple and fine linen, and fared sumptuously every day: And there was a certain beggar named Lazarus, which was laid at his gate, full of sores, and desiring to be fed with the crumbs which fell from the rich man's table: moreover the dogs came and licked his sores. And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried; and in hell he lift up his eyes, being in torments, and seeth Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his bosom. 

And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame. But Abraham said, Son, remember that thou in thy lifetime receivedst thy good things, and likewise Lazarus evil things: but now he is comforted, and thou art tormented. And beside all this, between us and you there is a great gulf fixed: so that they which would pass from hence to you cannot; neither can they pass to us that would come from thence.

Then he said, I pray thee therefore, father, that thou wouldest send him to my father's house: For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also come into this place of torment. Abraham saith unto him, they have Moses and the prophets; let them hear them. And he said, nay, father Abraham: but if one went unto them from the dead, they will repent. And he said unto him, If they hear not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded, though one rose from the dead.

“The dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.  And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”

 

If anyone says there is no resurrection of the dead:

Certain people came to Jesus…which say that there is no resurrection, and asked Him, saying, Master, Moses said, If a man die, having no children, his brother shall marry his wife, and raise up seed unto his brother. Now there were with us seven brethren: and the first, when he had married a wife, and died without children, left his wife unto his brother. And the second took her to wife, and he died childless, and the third likewise. And in like manner the seven also: and they left no children, and died. Last of all the woman died also. In the resurrection therefore, when they shall rise, whose wife shall she be of them? For the seven had her to wife. 

Jesus answered and said unto them, ye do err, not knowing the scriptures nor the power of God. For in the resurrection, when they shall rise from the dead, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven. The children of this world marry, and are given in marriage: But they which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and the resurrection from the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage: Neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the angels; and are the children of God, being the children of the resurrection. But as touching the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read that which was spoken unto you by God, saying…God is not the God of the dead, but of the living: for all live unto Him. Ye therefore do greatly err.
Similar to the cause of reincarnation, the wages of sin being death is also the vital factor in the purpose of resurrection. Christ died for our sins…and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day…His soul was not left in hell, neither His flesh did see corruption - This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses. How say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead? We have testified of God that He raised up Christ. Even for argument sake, if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: and if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished. So, either you pay the price for your own sins, by your own blood [life], and yet be spiritually unacceptable to God for your spiritual sins, or accept the shed blood [life] and sacrifice of God, through Jesus on your behalf, for your physical and spiritual sins! For…without shedding of blood is no remission [forgiveness]! There is a simple choice: one or the other – there is no middle ground! 

For…if in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable. But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept [have died]. For since by man came death, by Man came also the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. If we have been planted together in the likeness of His death, we shall be also in the likeness of His resurrection. But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are Christ's at His coming. Then cometh the end…and the last enemy that shall be destroyed is death.

How are the dead raised? 

But some man will say, how are the dead raised up? And with what body do they come? It is sown in corruption; it is raised in incorruption: It is sown in dishonor; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power: It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. And so it is written, the first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam [Jesus] was made a quickening [living] Spirit.

Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual. The first man is of the earth, earthy; the second man is the Lord from heaven. As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly. And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly. 

Behold, I shew you a mystery; we shall not all sleep [die], but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with Him. Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.

 

 Conclusion:

Jesus, the resurrection and life, is coming soon! 

Are you ready and saved? Or ready unsaved to face the judgment seat of God? 

If thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.

We have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: and He is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house! Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. For, the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off; even as many as the LORD our God shall call.

If you desire to receive forgiveness of your sins and be redeemed in your body, soul and spirit, through the power of His resurrection, and be adopted as God’s child by entering into a personal relationship with Him, you may pray the following prayer: 

 

Dear Heavenly Father, You are the only true God and Redeemer. You are the Resurrection and the Life. I confess to You that I am a sinner and I have sinned against You and against others. Please forgive me as I repent and receive Jesus into my heart. I believe He died in my place for all of my sins. Please grant me the promise and assurance of Your Holy Spirit, and take control over my life as my Lord, God and Savior. Let Your word be a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path. I ask and pray this in Jesus name. Amen!
