[bookmark: _Hlk47958292]God’s caution for Father, Mother, Child(ren) & Others:	
For it is time for judgment to begin with the family of God; and if it begins with us, what will the outcome be for those who disobey the gospel of God? And, If it is hard for the righteous to be saved, what will become of the ungodly and the sinner? (1Peter 4:17-18)

Man is ordained with greater responsibility and accountability before God, than his wife and children, because he wears a mantle of God’s delegated headship and priesthood, which is weaved by the threads of purity, holiness, righteousness, truth and all godliness, so that he does not abuse or misuse it as an opportunity for sinful works of flesh (Gal.5:17-25). Man should not be in any deception, that they can mock God. Whatever a man sows, he will also reap in return from the very God who has ordained Him (Gal.6:7). Just as before the fall, woman became the first to cause rebellion, and man followed, similarly after the fall, man has become more prone to become first through misuse, abuse and unrighteous leadership over woman and children. 
[bookmark: _Hlk47534507]Therefore, the husband / father is directly judged by God for righteous and unrighteous leadership, choices and decisions, that will bring good or bad consequences upon himself, as well, also affect the family as a whole to be recipients of the good and bad. Especially, whenever the husband / father leads by doing what is right in his own eyes, instead of being right in the eyes of God, that would affect the family adversely (e.g’s from – Adam & Cain-descendants; Abraham-descendants; Judges; Eli + sons + descendants; Saul / David / Absalom / Adonijah / Solomon / Kings and their descendants…Sanhedrin; Ananias-Saphira …! Cost of rebellion upon God’s delegated authority always comes with a price of severe consequence! 
[bookmark: _Hlk47449410]Similarly, if a Wife chooses not to be an example like Sarah (1Pet.3:1-6) unto her husband, but like Eve (Gen.3:1-6) in doing what is right in her own eyes (Gal.5:17), she chooses independence from the headship and submissiveness to her own husband unto God (Eph.5:22-24+33 + Colo.3:18…); to rule as per her will (Gen.3:16; Gen.27); and or rather prefer to become submissive to someone else or others (parents, siblings, children…), instead of her own husband. Then not only has she willfully separated herself (oneness) from her husband contrary to the purpose and command of God, but she becomes “one” with that unholy alliance(s) (e.g. Eve + Serpent; or wife + anyone)! 
[bookmark: _Hlk47824678][bookmark: _Hlk47534131]And whoever supports / stands or agrees with her wrong “ways” also becomes indirect vessels used by the Devil through his deceptions, lies, false teachings, and beliefs! God sees that as a union in rebellion of them all against Him, not only towards His delegated authority. So He is compelled to release His judgments upon everyone in that unholy oneness just as He did upon the Serpent, Eve and Adam! That is also why God commands not to be partakers in the sins of others, even if it be your own spouse, children, family, friends...(1Tim.5:22b; 6:5; 2Tim.3:1-7(5-6); Eph.5:7; Rev.18:4; Rom.6:16; 1Corin.5:6-13 + 2Corin.6:17; 2John 1:10-11…). Therefore, as a husband / father is to be submissive to God in everything, so is a wife / mother to be submissive to her own husband in everything, as long as it is not required to disobey God’s holiness, word and way. 
Likewise Children too, as long as they are living with the parents, they are under the headship and priesthood authority of the father in submission as unto the Lord; commanded to be obedient to the parents, and to respect and honor them (Colo.3:20; Eph.6:1-2; Matt.15:4; Ex.20:12; Deut.27:16…). Like Isaac to Abraham (Gen.22:1-14), Jephthah and his daughter (Judges 11:34-40), but the greatest example is of Jesus Himself! Such has been the intention and purpose of God for godliness in all generations on earth! But when a son and or daughter refuses to obey, or chooses to rebel (reject/defy) against the father to do what is right in their own eyes (Cain; Judges; Absalom; Adonijah…), not only is it rebellion against God’s delegated headship and authority, but it is also a direct rebellion against Him (1Sam.8:7-8). There is also deep insight in the teaching of the Lord, and to learn, through the example of the father and the prodigal from Lk.15:11-24.
But whoever supports or stands or agrees with such son and or daughter in their wrong “ways” also becomes indirect vessels used by the Devil through his deceptions, lies and false teachings, and beliefs! God sees that as a union in rebellion of them all against Him, and is compelled to release His judgments upon everyone in that unholy oneness, just as He did upon the Serpent, Eve and Adam! That is why also God commands: do not be partakers in the sins of others, even if it be your own spouse, children, family, friends…(Korah & Reuben (Num.16); Absalom; Adonijah…1Tim.5:22; 6:5; 2Tim.3:1-7(5-6); Eph.5:7; Rev.18:4; Rom.6:16; 1Corin.5:6-13 + 2Corin.6:17; 2John 1:10-11…). 

Exhortation for Father, Mother, Child(ren)
Therefore, as believers are heirs of God with Christ - (Rom.8:16-17); they will reign / rule with Christ (2Tim.2:12); and are given right to sit with Jesus on His Throne (Rev.3:21). They’re God's fellow worker in the gospel of Christ (1Thess.3:2); they’re the church (body) and Christ is Head (Eph.5:23). Believers are the Bride and Christ is the Husband (2Corin.11:2), and children of God; yet, believers are commanded to be submissive to Jesus! NOT to do what is right in their own eyes (Judges)! 
Husband + Wife are bound to each-other as long as they live (1Corin.7:39), though they also have the freedom to choose to rebel, separate, or by divorcing. Else whether he/she may like it or not, he is bound to the wife as his suitable, fitting helper; and she is bound unto her husband’s headship, as long as they’re living together. But in regard to children it is different: if they do not like, agree to, for whatever the reason, to be under the headship and authority of the father (parents), they should still remain obedient and submissive; then they have a choice to move out without rebelling, dishonoring and disrespecting. And have one’s own (another) authority directly accountable to God! Otherwise, for certain, there will be a Cost of rebellion which will always come with the price of consequence!
Man / Wife become & remain “one flesh”: in spirit, soul and body, with each-other, unto God!
Son / Daughter, having been obedient, leave the father and mother, to be united to your spouse, so you will become “one flesh” (Gen.2:24); and fulfill God’s purpose on earth!

Learn what was lost from the sins of Adam & Eve; and choose to regain what was lost! 
Wasn’t it Adam & Eve who invented the game of “Hide & Seek” (Gen.3:8)? Some kids are grown-up adults, but like Adam & Eve, they continue to play hide and seek with God, and with one another. But as God is finding them out, again and again, they give excuses, and start to mix-play “the blame game”. They won’t acknowledge or confess their wrong…won’t repent…instead keep inventing new games – and keep playing game after game… until God changes their game, or ends it!
Just as after Moses, God had chosen Joshua as His delegated authority and headship over the people of Israel, but even he did not force, rather gave them a choice with warning, “Now, therefore, fear the LORD and serve Him in sincerity and truth…But if it is unpleasing in your sight to serve the LORD, choose for yourselves this day whom you will serve… As for me and my house, we will serve the LORD” (Joshua 24:14-15)! 
Parents & family, husbands/fathers, wives/mothers, sons/daughters: do not do what is right in your own eyes (Judges), but as Jesus has said: “This is the most important: you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind and with all your strength. If anyone comes to Me and does not hate (love Me more than) his father and mother and wife and children and brothers and sisters—yes, even his own life—he cannot be My disciple. And whoever does not carry his cross and follow Me cannot be My disciple. The second is this: Love your neighbor as yourself. No other commandment is greater than these.” (Mk.12:30-31; Lk.14:26-27)!
