SHEEP: LOST OR FOUND?

 

Sheep:  in the worldly term, is a harmless, defenseless and domesticated mammal that needs care. Innocent, yet it is naive and lacks confidence, with a tendency of being influenced to follow other sheep; to wander; get lost or even stray away. It is also under a constant threat of being stolen, or killed by a predator. Hence, it needs a good shepherd to guide, lead, and to provide good shearing, pasture, water, rest, protection, and even a fold. In return, the shepherd also benefits from its sheep: milk, wool for clothing and covering, and young ones. A sheep is also selfless to the point that it unresistingly allows itself to be sacrificed to become food for others. According to some beliefs and traditions, sheep has also been used in being given as a gift; for tribute; and also sacrificed as an offering for sin, guilt and for peace.

 Likewise, in spiritual term, sheep is referred to people: who may be in the flock of God; regarded as a protected follower of God; or people who may be spiritually lost: having wandered away; strayed; or may have even been stolen. Figuratively, being innocent or a lost sinner. They too are in danger of death and being a prey to its predators. People, godly or not, are also easily influenced or led to follow the corrupted ways of the world. As the Good Shepherd, God offers protection, guidance and leading, and provides all the necessities for the well being of His people, just as a good shepherd would do for his mammal. In return, the Bishop and Shepherd of our souls would receive His people’s love, worship, praise, fellowship, honor, faith, trust, hope, thanksgiving, and dependency. 

The bond between a sheep and the Shepherd is of a relationship and not of convenience.    

Unlike people, if a sheep strays away, it will not listen to the voice or call of another shepherd, till it is found by its true Shepherd. Unless bought or deceptively stolen, both sheep will listen and obey only to the voice of the Shepherd. Sheep are so innocent   that even when you hit them, they would not retaliate. Yet, people have the tendency to retaliate, fight, hit back or get even; contrary to the innocent mammal, who would never react in like manner; even when taken to be slaughtered. Nevertheless, both, mammal and people face a similar temptation, as it is said: ‘The grass seems greener on the other side of the fence’! 

The good shepherd will always seek the lost, the strayed, and the stolen. So does also God seek His people who have gone astray, stolen, or people who are lost! Nevertheless, some people’s choice has led them to be lost forever. Yet there are the lost that are also found! Lost or Found – The Shepherd is coming very soon: with His staff of deliverance, or a rod of judgment!

God says: How think ye?  What man of you, having an hundred sheep, and one of them be gone astray, doth he not leave the ninety and nine in the wilderness, and goeth into the mountains, and seeketh that which is gone astray? [Or] If he lose one of them, go after that which is lost, until he find it? And if so be that he find it, he layeth it on his shoulders, rejoicing. Verily I say unto you, he rejoiceth more of that sheep, than of the ninety and nine which went not astray. And when he cometh home, he calleth together his friends and neighbors, saying unto them, Rejoice with me; for I have found my sheep which was lost. I say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner that repenteth, more than over ninety and nine just persons, which need no repentance. Even so it is not the will of your Father which is in heaven, that one of these little ones should perish.”  The Good Shepherd, therefore, is come to seek and to save that which was lost. 

 

“Behold, I, even I, will both search my sheep, and seek them out. As a shepherd seeketh out his flock in the day that he is among his sheep that are scattered; so will I seek out My sheep, and will deliver them out of all places where they have been scattered in the cloudy and dark day. And I will bring them out from the people, and gather them from the countries, and will bring them… I will feed them in a good pasture, and upon the high mountains…by the rivers, there shall they lie in a good fold, and I will cause them to lie down. I will seek that which was lost, and bring again that which was driven away, and will bind up that which was broken, and will strengthen that which was sick: but I will destroy the [false shepherds] fat and the strong; I will feed them with judgment. Therefore will I save my flock, and they shall no more be a prey; and I will judge…and I will set up One Shepherd over them, and He shall feed them.” 

 

Who are the Lost Sheep?

All sinners: like sheep have gone astray; have turned every one to his own way. There is none righteous, no, not one: for all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God. The lost have followed the deceiving Opponent of God who shows them all the kingdoms of the world, and the glory of them. He shepherds the sinners deceptively from the field and mountain of God to the lower hills of the Opponent by projecting its green, covered over the lusts and cares of this world. They have also believed the proud and bragging words of the devil: “All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me…for God doth know that your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil…and Ye shall not surely die!” As a Liar, he falsely encourages the lost to believe in the heart: “I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.” Such sheep are lost by falling prey to spiritual adultery!

 God’s people have been the lost sheep: devil their deceiving shepherd in disguise of self, religion and lusts of this world has tempted and caused them to go astray. The false shepherds have turned the sheep away…who have forgotten their resting place. The blind [shepherds] leading the blind [lost sheep]. While many lost people choose not to accept God’s offered redemption, there are also people who do not realize that they are free and redeemed. So they prefer the choice of living the way they want to, as long as they are able to partake in the rituals of the world. All so called shepherds that found them have devoured them: they have sinned against the LORD. God’s sheep have wandered through all the mountains, and upon every high hill: yea, His flock is scattered upon all the face of the earth. They are the lost who have chosen to do that what does not please God! They have transgressed and strayed to the other side of the fence to taste the illusive green that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life. They have wandered as blind men in the streets; they have polluted themselves…fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind. 

 

God’s “Alert” and “Breaking News”:

Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves. Ye shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of thistles?  Satan, the Stranger, that old Serpent, the thief, your adversary the devil, the prince of this world, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour. For the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time. So, the Dragon, cast unto the earth, he persecutes, stands up and provokes…afflicts, opposes, sifts, and beguiles through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in God. He uses the bait of self, pride, and deceptions of religion, lusts, riches, and cares of this world as temptations to lead the sheep astray. 

 For Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers [evil spirits] also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works. He tries to imitate to resemble God, but eventually, both kinds will be distinguished by their lifestyle.  Just as a criminal knows what the consequence would be, yet continues to commit the crime, the thief also knows of his ultimate judgment. Whether he steals one or innumerable, to him the judgment of hell is same. The thief steals for personal gain and not for the benefit of the sheep. But when people resist the devil, he flees; when they don’t resist, they get lost, imprisoned or enslaved to him.

 GOD’s word is clear for all false shepherds who are inspired, instigated or used by the invisible spirit of the devil:  “Woe be to the shepherds… that do feed themselves! Should not the shepherds feed the flocks? The diseased have ye not strengthened neither have ye healed that which was sick, neither have ye bound up that which was broken. But with force and with cruelty have ye ruled them. My sheep wandered through all the mountains, and upon every high hill: yea, my flock was scattered upon all the face of the earth. As I live…surely because My flock became a prey, and My flock became meat [food] to every beast of the field, behold, I am against the shepherds. I will require my flock at their hand, and cause them to cease from feeding the flock; neither shall the shepherds feed themselves any more; for I will deliver my flock from their mouth, that they may not be meat for them. For every beast of the forest is mine, and the cattle upon a thousand hills.” Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world. If the people would just call unto God then He would answer them, and show them great and mighty things, which they know not.

Some people are lost forever.

 “The kingdom of heaven is like unto a certain king, which made a marriage for his son, and sent forth his servants to call them that were bidden to the wedding: and they would not come. Again, he sent forth other servants, saying, Tell them which are bidden, Behold, I have prepared my dinner: my oxen and my fatlings are killed, and all things are ready: come unto the marriage. But they made light of it, and went their ways, one to his farm, and another to his merchandise: and the remnant took his servants, and entreated them spitefully, and slew them. But when the king heard thereof, he was wroth: and he sent forth his armies, and destroyed those murderers, and burned up their city. Then saith he to his servants, The wedding is ready, but they which were bidden were not worthy. Go ye therefore into the highways, and as many as ye shall find, bid to the marriage. 

 So those servants went out into the highways, and gathered together all as many as they found, both bad and good: and the wedding was furnished with guests. And when the king came in to see the guests, he saw there a man which had not on a wedding garment: and he saith unto him, Friend, how camest thou in hither not having a wedding garment? And he was speechless. Then said the king to the servants, Bind him hand and foot, and take him away and cast him into outer darkness, there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth. For many are called, but few are chosen.”

 The Lost do not taste and see that the Lord is good. The desires for the cares of the world, provides the lost with excuses not to come or return to God. Not every one that says, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of God who is in heaven. The Lost not only would want to be their own ‘god’, but they also want to be like ‘God’ by building their own kingdom and throne above God. If necessary they would even worship the Opponent for the sake of worldly glory. The thief possesses such lost people; blinds them, deceives them, ensnares them, troubles them, and also leads them to bear the judgment and fate of the devil. They remain in the fold of the devil as his sheep, as the word of God warns: “O full of all subtilty and all mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy of all righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right ways of the Lord? Jesus said: Why do ye not understand My speech? Even because ye cannot hear My word. Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. And because I tell you the truth, ye believe Me not. Which of you convinceth Me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe Me? He that is of God heareth God's words: ye therefore hear them not, because ye are not of God. Ye believe not, because ye are not of My sheep.
 For in this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God.” They do not enter in…at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it. The greatest loss is not to know that the person is lost! 

 One lost person leads or encourages another also to go astray; and they end up producing or multiplying others like them. For what you sow is what you will also reap! Eventually, for those born and have multiplied all over the world in a fold unfamiliar to God as the Shepherd, the only life it knows and chooses to live is the fold it is born and brought up into. Thinking and believing that is the only way and life, it prefers not to lose it. Unaware of the waywardness or disorientation, having grown up as sheep in the lost flock, it does not realize or acknowledge of it being lost; rather believe that, that is the actual flock. So, the lambs also suffer the choice of the sheep. While many lost people choose not to accept God’s offered redemption, there are also people who do not realize that they are free and redeemed. So they prefer the choice of living the way they want to, as long as they are able to partake in the rituals of the world. Nevertheless, they have no excuse whatsoever; because the True Shepherd does reveal Himself and His purpose to save. They now have the freedom to make a personal choice for themselves, like the parent sheep, to which God says: there are sheep not of this fold, whom He should find.

 Yet there are the lost who are also found!
The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked; it beats rapidly for fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind. There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end there of are the ways of death. For, every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death - Knowing not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God…and whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God. For, as a bird that wandereth from her nest, so is a man that wandereth from his place; he falls to the corruption that is in the world through lust and finds himself lost, but when repents, he will also be found.
 “A certain man had two sons: And the younger of them said to his father, Father, give me the portion of goods that falleth to me. And he divided unto them his living. And not many days after the younger son gathered all together, and took his journey into a far country, and there wasted his substance with riotous living. And when he had spent all, there arose a mighty famine in that land; and he began to be in want. And he went and joined himself to a citizen of that country; and he sent him into his fields to feed swine. And he would fain have filled his belly with the husks that the swine did eat: and no man gave unto him.

 And when he came to himself, he said, How many hired servants of my father's have bread enough and to spare, and I perish with hunger! I will arise and go to my father, and will say unto him, Father; I have sinned against heaven, and before thee, and am no more worthy to be called thy son: make me as one of thy hired servants. And he arose, and came to his father. But when he was yet a great way off, his father saw him, and had compassion, and ran, and fell on his neck, and kissed him. And the son said unto him, Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in thy sight, and am no more worthy to be called thy son. But the father said to his servants, Bring forth the best robe, and put it on him; and put a ring on his hand, and shoes on his feet: And bring hither the fatted calf, and kill it; and let us eat, and be merry: For this my son was dead, and is alive again; he was lost, and is found. 

 And they began to be merry. Now his elder son was in the field: and as he came and drew nigh to the house, he heard music and dancing. And he called one of the servants, and asked what these things meant. And he said unto him, Thy brother is come; and thy father hath killed the fatted calf, because he hath received him safe and sound. And he was angry, and would not go in: therefore came his father out, and intreated him. And he answering said to his father, Lo, these many years do I serve thee, neither transgressed I at any time thy commandment: and yet thou never gavest me a kid, that I might make merry with my friends: But as soon as this thy son was come, which hath devoured thy living with harlots, thou hast killed for him the fatted calf. And he said unto him, Son, thou art ever with me, and all that I have is thine. It was meet that we should make merry, and be glad: for this thy brother was dead, and is alive again; and was lost, and is found.” 

 There are sheep that do stray or get lost in the midst of pigs [unclean animal] and wolves [ferocious animal], but they are also found and saved. We know that all things work together for good to them that love God. Even in their lost state, they will never follow the Stranger. God just allows the devil, the world and circumstances to buffet them with pain, sufferings, sickness or persecutions so the lost or strayed would repent and cry out to God: “I have gone astray like a lost sheep; seek thy servant; for I do not forget thy commandments.” And after using His staff of discipline, if necessary, even break its leg for its own good so it doesn’t go astray again, the Shepherd does find him, and carries His sheep on His shoulders, under His care, in His fold! He giveth more grace: for God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble. The bond between a sheep and the Shepherd is of a love relationship and not of religion, systems, or of convenience. 

 Yet there are people who choose to remain in the false comfort offered deceptively by the prince of this world, who enslaves them through religion, systems or by the corruption of the world. They get accustomed to selfish living that they do not even realize it; and with their smeared conscience they are afraid to leave the ‘like-flock’ and exit through the gate that leads back to God. They fear the society, community, family, friends, peers and even the world. They dread the change of freedom from unaccountability and freedom from immorality and unrighteousness. Unwilling to loose the temporal pleasures of the world; they ignore and disbelieve the eternal consequence. They rather accept a belief system of compromise that accepts any behavior and offers false promises about their spiritual realm: “Ye shall not surely die!” Thus denying the voice of the Good Shepherd who says: “Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world. And the world passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he that doeth the will of God abideth for ever.” Hence people have strayed, are stolen or lost, while others are killed or dead.

 

Who is this ONE SHEPHERD?

A hungry crying toddler just cares for a feed: whether it’s the mother or anyone else that it feeds through. Just because the toddler is naturally fed by “any one”, does not mean that the person feeding is the actual natural parent. Even spiritually, if a person is fed by “any one”, does not necessarily mean it is being fed by the actual Spiritual Parent.  Jesus said: “I am come in My Father's name, and ye receive Me not: if another shall come in his own name, him ye will receive. For if ye believe not that I am HE, ye shall die in your sins.” The thief deceitfully gives only contaminated waters of this world that leads to spiritual impotency, disability and finally death, which is contrary to the bread of life from heaven and the living water that wells up to everlasting life given by God. The thief steals not for keeps, but to kill, to consume. It also chooses to kill and eat the hurt sheep, rather then tend and care for it; and so the sheep that looses productivity and health is slaughtered. The thieves keep, steal and raise the sheep only for slaughtering as their final purpose.

 Jesus said: I am the Good Shepherd. I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by Me. 

Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber. But he that entereth in by the door is the Shepherd of the sheep. To Him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear His voice: and He calleth His own sheep by name, and leadeth them out. And when He putteth forth His own sheep, He goeth before them, and the sheep follow Him: for they know His voice. And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from Him: for they know not the voice of strangers. Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep. All that ever came before Me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them. I am the door: by Me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture. The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.  

 I am the Good Shepherd: the Good Shepherd giveth His life for the sheep. But he that is an hireling, and not the Shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the sheep. The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for the sheep. I am the Good Shepherd, and know My sheep, and am known of Mine, and I lay down My life for the sheep. And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear My voice; and there shall be one fold, and One Shepherd. I lay down My life, that I might take it again. No man taketh it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me: and I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of My hand.” 

 “Is my hand shortened at all, that it cannot redeem? Or have I no power to deliver? Fear not: for I have redeemed thee, I have called thee by thy name; thou art Mine!”  God went to redeem for a people to Himself…from the nations and their gods! They have sold themselves for naught; no amount of wealth can by any means redeem the lost, nor give to God a ransom for themselves. Neither is there in any one else the power to redeem the lost. But now once in the end of the world hath Jesus appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of Himself.  In Jesus we have redemption through His blood [life], the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace. And by His own blood Jesus entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us. He was slain and has redeemed the lost to God by His blood [life] out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation. 

 A short summary from an enlightening story is worth of note, where a boy had lost his own created boat in a current. After some weeks, he saw the same boat, but it was for sale, in a trader’s shop who had found it. Apparently, he had to buy back his own lost boat. Similarly, as God’s sheep is lost to the current of sin and found in the fold of the devil, kept for death, God intervenes! Instead of the whole world to face the judgment of eternal death, for all have sinned, He willed that Jesus by the grace of God should taste death for every man; that through death He might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil. Hence, Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over Him; He became the author of eternal salvation unto all that obey Him.

 For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. So our loving Creator has redeemed [bought] the lost mankind for Himself, by paying the precious price of His only begotten Son, Jesus, the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world. For God hath made Jesus to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him. So, He was wounded for our transgressions; He was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon Him; and with His stripes we are healed. For the Son of Man is not come to destroy men's lives, but to save them. He came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance. 

 

The Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Draw nigh to God, and He will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded. The Shepherd has paid the price of redemption to the thief, and so all those who desire to return, the thief is powerless to hold them in bondage, slavery and captivity, except if the sheep chooses otherwise. There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. They that are in the flesh cannot please God; for they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. And neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. For… if God be for us, who can be against us? God willing, even if we are accounted as sheep for the slaughter, who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? – NOTHING! 

 

What if the lost don’t turn back to the Shepherd?

There is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; who gave Himself a ransom for all.  Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved. 

 Yes, Jesus is indeed the Christ, the Savior of the world - Behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation. But if our gospel [Good News] be hid, it is hid to them that are lost: In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds of them which believe not, lest the light of the glorious gospel of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine unto them. For the wages of sin is death; and this is the condemnation, he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him. For, Jesus came unto His own, and His own received Him not. But as many as received Him, to them gave He power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on His name. Light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than Light, because their deeds were evil. For every one that doeth evil hateth the Light, neither cometh to the Light, lest his deeds should be reproved. So for the stolen or lost sheep, having been redeemed, yet choose not freedom and liberty will eventually face the fate of its rebellious choice along with the thief in whose fold it chose to remain. Rejecting the Savior Shepherd, the lost lambs also chooses eternal “slaughter” for themselves, just like their parent sheep. All those who love the world, love not the Father; and the love of the Father is not in him.

Repent or perish! For the man that wandereth out of the way of understanding shall remain in the congregation of the dead!

 

Whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be Found, Redeemed, and Saved!

The Good Shepherd said: Him that cometh to Me I will in no wise cast out. I am the Bread of Life: he that cometh to Me shall never hunger. If any man thirst, let him come unto Me, and drink. He that believeth on Me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water; and shall never thirst. I am the Light of the world: he that followeth Me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the Light of life. For, I came not to judge the world, but to save the world. If the world hates you, ye know that it hated Me before it hated you. If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are not of the world, but I have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you. Greater love hath no man than this that a man lay down his life for his friends. Ye are My friends, if ye do whatsoever I command you; if a man keeps My saying, he shall never see death. I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in Me, though he were dead, yet shall he live:  and whosoever liveth and believeth in Me shall never die. Believest thou this?

 He that believeth on Jesus is not condemned: for God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life. So, believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house! Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off; even as many as the LORD our God shall call. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. So, if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. 

 

Lost or Found – Jesus is coming soon:

Stablish your hearts: for the coming of the Lord draweth nigh! Jesus said: “Surely I come quickly... Let not your heart be troubled...I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto Myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. But…he that rejecteth Me, and receiveth not My words…the same shall judge him in the last day.” For the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night, and the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

Will you be found by Jesus when He comes suddenly, just like a thief in the night? Will that day overtake you? 

The end of all things is at hand: For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin at us [found sheep], what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God? The Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly out of temptations, and to reserve the unjust unto the Day of Judgment to be punished.

If you are lost and wish to be found from your lost state, before it’s too late, please pray the following prayer:

 Dear Heavenly Father, You are the only true God and Shepherd. I confess to You of my going astray and having sinned against You, and against others too. Please forgive me as I repent, return and receive Jesus into my heart. I believe He died in my place for all of my sins to redeem me. Please grant me the promise and assurance of Your Holy Spirit, and take control over my life as my Lord, God and Savior. Let Your word be a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.
